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Free Home Radon Test Kits Available for Radon Awareness Month

January is National Radon Action Month and in observance, Calhoun County Public Health Department (CCPHD) is giving away free short-term test kits to the public for the duration of January. These free kits are used to check for the unseen and often misunderstood health risks of radon gas which may be in your home.
Radon is a radioactive gas caused by the natural decay of most soils that commonly invades homes by moving up through the soil and into the lower level via cracks or holes in the foundation. It is a leading cause of lung cancer in non-smokers, but it is a preventable health risk. Though radon is not able to be tasted, seen or smelled, it can be detected via a radon test. Once you know it is present, there are ways to remove it from your home. 
The free, short-term radon testing kits available through CCPHD during the month of January. Free shipping to the laboratory is included with the kit, the results will be mailed back to your home after processing. Results can then be used to consult with CCPHD Environmental Public Health (EPH) staff if needed to make a plan to stay safe in your home. Residents of Calhoun County are encouraged to visit the CCPHD EPH office during open hours listed below to receive one free kit per household while supplies last.
