Providing Children the Resources Needed to Live with a Chronic Medical Condition: Children’s Special Health Care Services

Calhoun County Public Health Department (CCPHD) is pleased to announce the Children’s Special Health Care Services (CSHCS) staff will now have a nurse dedicated to the Albion office every Friday. This expansion of service coverage will begin February 28th, 2020 from 8 am to 4:30 pm (closed for lunch 12:30-1 pm). CCPHD’s Albion office is located at 214 E. Michigan Avenue in Albion. The nurse will be available to assist with needs related to the program by appointment or walk-in basis. An appointment can be set up by contacting 269-969-6390. Additional days in the Albion office are available by appointment only.
What is Children’s Special Health Care Services (CSHCS)?
CSHCS is a state-funded program for children with a wide variety of chronic medical conditions and is currently covers over 2,700 diagnoses. The program assists with the cost of medical bills, prescriptions, specialty doctor visits, and medical equipment. More common conditions supported through CSHCS include asthma, cancer, cerebral palsy, cleft palate, cystic fibrosis, insulin-dependent diabetes, certain heart conditions, and epilepsy. Children enrolled in the program are covered with a qualifying diagnosis from birth to age 21. Individuals with cystic fibrosis and some types of hemophilia are covered into adulthood. CSHCS is not based on income and all families in Michigan qualify via medical necessity. If you or someone you know may qualify for our services, we invite you to call 269-969-6390 to begin the application process.
The CSHCS program is based out of  CCPHD’s Battle Creek location (190 E. Michigan Ave, Battle Creek) Monday through Friday from 8 am to 4:30 pm. During these times, CSHCS can assist with a variety of client needs including individualized care plans, billing concerns, assisting with referrals for specialty doctors, connecting to community resources, coordinating transportation options to and from specialty appointments, and more.
