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Four categories of awards are presented annually at the EH Directors Conference: 

1.     V. Harry Adrounie Award
The Board of Directors for MALEHA created this award in June 2001, to recognize an Environmental Health Administrator who has exhibited outstanding traits as demonstrated by the founder of the organization, V. Harry Adrounie.  Those traits are leadership, vision, compassion and compromise.

2.     Distinguished Service Award
This award is designed to recognize contributions of outstanding service in the field of Environmental Health.  As it relates to local public health, recognition should be considered for outstanding, exceptional, innovative and leadership efforts relating to program development, program administration, for significant and special efforts supporting local public health and community efforts that enhance the health status of our communities.  This award is also given to retiring EH Directors in recognition of their service.

4.     Outstanding Achievement Award
The Outstanding Achievement Award for Public Health Service was created in 2014 to acknowledge the dedication and devotion to the principles and ideals of community service and public health. The first award recipient was Jim Wilson of Ingham County for his work with the community and Life of Riley MHP public health issues.
