MALPH will be going 

through a Strategic Planning process and will be hiring a consultant to

 assist with the process.  DEQ may be getting a new name.  EAGLE – 

Environment, Great Lakes and Energy.   Meghan had a call with Director

Gordon – he is coming to the May 5th MALPH Board meeting.  DEQ – all results for PFAS have been sent out to local health departments.  MDARD – update was all about cannabis.   A cheat sheet will be coming out to LHDs that includes FAQs.    MDHHS – talked primarily about the funding formula.  There is also a transition happening – adding additional three deputies positions (under Dr. Gordon) – including a Health Deputy, Opportunity Deputy and Administrative Deputy.  Hepatitis A funding notices have bene sent out to the LHDs requesting funds.
