Planning Committee Process and Commitment 
Conference goal

The MPPHC is the primary annual conference for public health professionals in Michigan, bringing together academic, state, and local agencies, along with other public health organizations, which all share the conference goal to promote professional development, innovation, best practices, partnerships, information sharing and mutual support among all parts of the public health system.

Committee partner organizations
MPPHC Partners are professional, public or non-profit agencies that agree to provide in-kind or direct resources to support the implementation of the annual conference above and beyond participation in the planning committee.  All committee partner organizations will be recognized as such in the annual conference program.  All partner organizations shall designate one (1) planning committee representative.
Committee members
The planning committee is comprised of professional, public, or non-profit partner representatives that are committed to advancing, improving and promoting public health through jointly planning and implementing an annual public health conference. The planning committee has the ability to seek other volunteers to assure all aspects of the field of public health are represented on the committee. The overall conference budget includes resources for staff to manage conference planning including committee meetings and committee assignments.
Time commitment
The committee meets monthly throughout the year.  Committee members are encouraged to attend all meetings in person or virtually.  To be identified as part of the conference planning committee on marketing materials associated with the conference, participation in a minimum of six (6) meetings is required.  In addition to committee meetings, committee members are expected to participate through tasks including, development of the overall theme and conference program, a review of submissions from the Call for Presentations for selection and placement on the conference agenda, identification and solicitation of keynote speakers, moderation of sessions at the conference, and marketing of the conference to their respective agency staff and business contacts, to encourage participation and sponsorship.
Rotation of committee chair
For continuity, it is recommended that there be two (2) co-Chairs, chosen by the planning committee, in November of each year. The committee co-chairs will be representatives from one of the partner organizations.
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
