5. State Department  Reports
a. EGLE—Dana DeBruyn
Written Update from Dana 
Matt Gamble—Survey to LHD to determine interest in entering well logs into Wellogic for a fee.  Michigan Geological Survey is working in entering the backlogged well logs into the system.  These should be input within the next six months, but there is currently not a process for inputting the new logs that are received.  EGLE hopes to move forward with extending contracts to LHDs to input well logs for a fee.  The process and fee has not yet been determined.
Pvt/T3 evaluations are currently being conducted.  Staff may be in contact to schedule visits.
Classification of wells continues to be an issue (particularly Type 3 wells).  This will be a topic of discussion at the Director’s Conference in September.  
Chemigation continues to be an issue.  The issue has been presented to Director and department is hoping for movement in the future. 
Ian Smith—MCL is being developed for PFAS and PFAS compounds.  Initial data has been presented to multiple groups.  Process is moving forward to draft the rules.  Draft rules will be presented to stakeholder groups prior to the next round of stakeholder meetings (which are planned to be held in September).  Deadline for final draft of rules, as set by the Governor, is October 1, 2019.  Deadline for implementation of rules is April of 2020.
An update of the PFAS sampling currently occurring was provided by Ian.
