· Review and revise, as needed, the district’s Emergency Operation Plan concerning communicable disease.
· Begin education on disease prevention measures.
· Staying home when sick.

· Educate and require students and staff to stay home if they are sick.
· Teach healthy hygiene.
· Information sharing with all stakeholders.
· Intensify cleaning and disinfection.
· Monitor district for absenteeism.
· Implement social distancing practices.
· Accommodate needs of high risk students as needed.
· Cancel extracurricular activities as necessary.
· Ensure continuity of education.
· Ensure continuity of meal programs.
· Ensure essential medical and social services for students.
· Continue providing necessary services for students with special needs.
· Communicate with staff, parents, and students as directed by the Health Department.
· Use Health Department template letters.
· Be aware of HIPPA and FERPA concerns.
·  Close off areas used by the individuals with COVID-19 and wait as long as practical before beginning cleaning and disinfection.
· If possible, wait up to 24 hours before beginning cleaning and disinfection.
· Review current CDC guidance.  

· Follow all directives from Michigan Department of Education and State emergency declarations.
