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Food Law Rule #: 289.6137 STFU License and Procedures 
Proposed Change: Modify language of subsection D to include specific language regarding spacing of inspections. For example, require units to have the first operational inspection completed within 90 or 120 days of licensing. Also require inspections to be at least 30 days apart in order to ensure deficiencies can be identified and corrected during the license year. 
Public Health Significance:  The current requirement in the law does not specify any timeframe other than two operational inspections in the license year.  This does not encourage operational inspections spread throughout the season that would assume risk-based evaluations in different operating environments.  Current law has resulted in many STFU units rushing to get inspections completed in the last month of the license year.  This does not necessarily result in evaluations during demanding operational environments and is less representative of how the STFU may function in peak season.  Further, it is not good public health practice.  Section 289.3123 currently requires inspections for food service facilities to be spaced 6 months apart and this proposal attempts to bring STFU inspections more in line with this section.  
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
