#StayHomeWashtenaw Community Voice Video Project
Thank you for your interest in using your voice to help the Washtenaw County Health Department slow the spread of coronavirus. We need everyone in our community to stay home as much as they can. We hope sharing stories and advice directly from influential people in our communities will help spread prevention messages. Here’s what we’re asking of you:
1. Take a 20-30 second video of yourself addressing one or two of the following prompts (or if you have another idea let us know):
· Why are you staying home? Or who are you staying home for?
· If you’re an essential worker, explain why you have to leave your home. Ask people to stay home to protect you.
· How are you taking care of your mental health while at home?
· How are you staying busy while at home?
· How are you helping your community? Or how can others help their communities?
· What other things are you doing to help slow the spread of coronavirus?
· We’re seeing disparities in how COVID-19 is affecting some groups in our community, specifically Ypsilanti and Ypsilanti Township zip codes and African Americans. What do you want people to know about these disparities?
· Has COVID-19 affected you or your family personally? Share your story and encourage people to take every step to prevent further illness
Filming notes:
· Film vertically
· Doesn’t need to be fancy – use your phone to take a selfie video. You can simply hold your phone (but be sure not to shake too much), or lean it up against something.
· Don’t sell anything or promote a political candidate or party
