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Forum Report – July 2021

· The Nature Conservancy and Public Service Consultants are reaching out to few remaining jurisdictions that have not responded to the survey to participate in the septic survey.  Response rate was close to 80%. 

· The board has discussed internally returning back to in person meetings.  State agencies have stated they are able to attend in person. We are looking at our first in person meeting potentially in August. Location TBD due Nature Association not currently being available for meetings.
· The board will be meeting with state partners to have discussions around current capacities of local health jurisdictions and future initiatives we can work together on.
· We are moving forward with planning our MALEHA Directors conference in September in person at the RAM center.  Details will be coming out shortly from Chris Westover on registration.
· MPHI will continue to be on pause for State Accreditation. This pause includes:
· On-Site Reviews are paused and will be rescheduled at a later date in cooperation with local health departments and programs within Accreditation at the state;
· An extension to the Corrective Plan of Action (CPA) process for those health departments who are still in the process of implementing CPAs in response to their On-Site Review;
· Suspension of Minimum Program Requirements (MPRs) during the COVID-19 response; and
· Suspension of the Standards Review Committee process.
