1. Call to Order/Roll Call

4. MALPH Report – Norm Hess
Norm reports 4204 Bill introduced regarding dogs on patios. Senate Bill 23 has passed the Senate and moved to the House Regulatory Reform Committee. Norm will evaluate the dog patio bill and check for a scheduled hearing. The statewide septic code legislation will be introduced in April. Norm has requested to meet with Senator Singh to discuss this in advance. MALPH adopted legislative priorities. Met with house chair of PH subcommittee to consider 10 million dollars increase for children's lead prevention program. Norm is staying tuned to a new NACCHO’s webpage for all the executive orders and funding.

5. MEHA Report
Brandon reports Derek H. from Meijer is the new president of MEHA. Next year's MEHA conference will be in Traverse City around St Patrick's Day. 
  
6. State Department Reports
a. MDARD
Amanda meets with LHDs on April at 10 am to discuss multijurisdictional document. MDARD has made some changes in the communication structure. Jennifer Holton, Communications Director has changed to Chief Emergency Communications Officer. Lindsay M. will be the new Communications Director. She will share with the group the new structure.  
b. MDHHS 
Laura reports there will be a 2 pm statewide measles call today. Immunizations program and Oakland County will be giving an update on their case. There will be an announcement for some additional resources LHD can use. Carin reports there are a variety of initiatives taking place with blood lead testing. 
Kory reports the HABS invite for the testing project has gone out. If you're interested, reach out to Alex by March 24. Also, have health education materials available for HAB’s. Eat Safe Fish program will be an invite to an Embargo meeting for updates. Will be implementing the new PFOS reference values for fish. New guides coming out end of May with new screening levels. MICHAT program air quality advisory group meets monthly to discuss hazards and sharing new resources. In April there will be a webinar series with LHD partners and an email will be sent. 
c. EGLE
Ian mentioned the MI Supreme Court vacated the MI PFAS decision MCL’s. Tonya doesn’t have any updates. Jeremy is looking for a day for LHD training in MIEHDWIS to conduct inspections directly in the program. Jessica has been working on the permanent campground structure policy. Should have completed an internal review by the end of the month and will share early April with LHD. Karen and Jeremy will be giving a presentation at the MI Government Meeting. Chris K and his staff approved the first legal swim-up bar pool in their jurisdiction.
Brandon reported they will be working with LHD to develop an inventory of abandon wells for a new project. More information to come. Dana reports a seasonal start up refresher for the NC program. There has been a lot of training the last few months. Dana will present an update on the Filter First program at the next meeting. 
Ian reports they are developing an online technical review request form LHD can complete for new wells going in at or nearby contamination sites. They are starting with PFAS. They would provide technical guidance. 
d. LARA
       Kelly Bean from construction code provided an update regarding mobile home parks. There is additional staff to help handle complaints, inspections, and licensing. They have been doing inspections. Water and sewer complaints are being processed, and LARA will work with EGLE. They will be leading all the enforcement for MHP. Kelly and Larry will distribute a point-of-contact map.
