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1. Call to Order/Roll Call
The meeting called to order by Tony at 9:31 a.m. Roll call conducted by Heather.  

2. Approval of Agenda 
Motion to approve the agenda by Chris Klawuhn. Support by Kristen Schweighoefer. Motion carried. 

3. Approval of Minutes
Motion to approve minutes from the January 18, 2024 meeting by Chris Westover. Support by Kristen. 

4. Guest Speaker
Carin Speidel, Chris Finch, and Anthony Oliveri from MDHHS presented the “Let’s Get Ahead of      Lead” program.  March- May will be reaching out to LHD to get an inventory of lead filters available. 

5. MALPH Report
Norm Hess gave an update. Workforce Development Director Tamara Brickey was hired.  MDARD presented its role as an Integrated Pest Management and Public Health Pest Specialist. They will be reaching out to LHD to determine bed bug training needs. MALPH/MDARD Communications Training Series starts in March.  

6. MEHA Report
Dave Peters gave an update regarding the AEC. The topics are posted on the MEHA website. Late registration fees will be effective February 27. The winter MEHA journal will be out at the end of March. We are working on creating electronic voting for the elected positions. Over 70 new members joined with the free membership offering. The 2025 AEC will be in Ann Arbor at the Sheraton Motel on March 12-14. 

7. State Department Reports
a. MDARD
Amanda reported the food and dairy name will be replaced with the Buruea name on the food licenses. Supplemental licensing will begin May 1, 2025 these are facilities licensed by FDA but MDRARD will also be licensing (retail and manufacturing of supplements). 
A link to a website with updated information and a toolkit will be created. Still working on enforcement guidelines, legal and AG office reviewing them. The multi-jurisdiction outbreak draft is in review with Brad and legal. Becky Vought's old position has been updated and will be posted soon. Plan review class in Kalamazoo coming this fall. Shane continues to work with food committee on cycle 9 MPR updates. 

b. MDHHS
Carin provided an update for House Bill 4532 renovation repair and painting rule passed at committee. MDHHS is working with the sponsor to obtain some clarification of the rule. She also provided an update on House Bill 5368 (blood lead reference value is 3.5) and 5370 (lead paint tax bill). House Bill 5370 has been pulled from the committee and clarification is being sought with the sponsor of the bill.  Discussions ensued regarding the bills. 
c. EGLE 
Ian introduced Scott Kendzierski as the LHD PFAS point of contact. 
Jeremy, reports that camps and pools have a new engineer, Barbara Quinlan. A sampling memo for camps supported by municipal water supply will be required to submit safe water samples if they shut down their supply for the season. Discussion ensued regarding swimming pool slides and how these are inspected. 
Sara, reports that training is on demand for well construction and available online for any staff who may need it. There will be a webinar on April 10. Noncommunity coordinators received an email for area coverage since Carlyn Hobbs retired. Working on land use and development training for LHD.
Dana reports a website for the filter first program https://www.michigan.gov/egle/newsroom/press-releases/2024/02/06/egle-rolls-out-filter-first-program
Tonya reports that the authorized installers portal for the septic loan program is now open and contractors can register. The portal for homeowners Tier 2 loan applications launches on April 8. No launch date for Tier 1 yet but continue to work on some details for the program. There will be some supporting documents being sent to LHD in the next few weeks. EGLE will offer MPR training. Webinars are scheduled for the septic loan program on March 5 for LHD in the UP and March 26 for downstate LHD. EGLE will attend in-person septic contractor meetings to help train on this program.  
A bill analysis was submitted for Senate Bill 480 regarding Land Division Act which allows 4 to 20 splits to a 10-acre parcel. There was a hearing to discuss this bill and a link will be sent MALEHA. 
House 4479, 4480 sewage code narrative summary and suggested edits from EGLE were sent to the bill the sponsors. There is a meeting on February 21 to review comments. These materials will be shared with MALEHA following a scheduled meeting on Feb 27.  

d. LARA 
Larry Horvath reports that new camp bills passed the committee to create a new camp act to help clarify the rules for children's camps versus childcare centers and foster care. The environmental health inspections are still inspected as usual and will go to LARA for processing. Larry will clarify representation from LARA for future MALEHA meetings.
