Emily provided a presentation of MDARD’s pest management program. Discussion ensued regarding bed bugs and invasive species. Emily will follow up with MDHHS and EGLE to discuss how they can develop guidelines for invasive species like Aedes albopictus. Tony will send her PowerPoint to the forum. 

5. MALPH Report
Tony reported on behalf of Norm. The State Sanitary Code bills is being worked on by legislators and there is going to a version 7 released this week. Once this is received, Tony will reassemble the sewage group to review. The FDA Food Code 2022 was also discussed and will be a focus for legislators to pass. Being two food codes behind from the current is not typical.

Carin provided a universal testing update. The blood lead level testing rules public hearing is scheduled the week of Sept 23. FAQ’s have been approved for the testing process. Materials have been developed for the public, providers (posted on the website), and LHD’s which has been distributed. Several staff are attending MALEHA forum next month. Vern thanked all who attended public health law training and those who hosted. Will strive to do more of those trainings. 
c. EGLE 
Ian reports listening sessions for PFAS rules are scheduled for Aug 30 and Sept 5. Invites went out to MALEHA and MALPH. The plan is to take input from sessions and make those part of the final rule-making. 

Jeremy reports Sara Rottiers has left position. Caterina is filling role. A camp email address egle-dwhd-campgroundprogram@michigan.gov Will be scheduling an interview the next two weeks. Pool program update: MIEHDWIS revisions continue to allow activities to be created such as inspections, closing orders, and complaints. Also, MIEWDS program materials are being created to distribute to staff. 

Tanya reports septic systems 101 is Sept 16. Soils training held Sept 18-19 at full capacity. Still looking for LHD to host in Spring of 2025 let Tanya. Septic loan program exceeds 1 million. 54 loans approved to date. There are 6 alternative approved technologies for this program. Approval letters will sent to MALEHA once all are approved. Land Division/Use committee meeting held and the second meeting is planned. She has initiated the MPR workgroup to provide input. Only received 3 responses. Tanya will reopen the survey for 30 days to be sent out. State sanitary code update: EGLE provided changes. Not all systems need to be evaluated instead there is a risk based approach (20 years or older first, systems without a permit, or 300 ft of surface water. This occurs at time of sale, and/or anytime an evaluation is arranged by the property owner. They reducing the number of years from initial evaluation from 10 to 8. There will be another draft soon to LHD’s. They expect this would go to a hearing in September. 

Dana is working on grants for camps, pools, and septage programs. The administrative forum request flexibility to move funds around. Discussions are occurring. This is in addition of the other fund money. Will be attending the Directors conference. Non community conference next week.
