1. Call to Order/Roll Call
Meeting called to order by Tony Drautz at 9:37 AM. Roll Call conducted by Hayduk. See attendance mark-offs above for accuracy. 

2. Approval of Agenda:  
Motion to approve the agenda without change provided by G. Friday. Support by C. Westover. Motion carried. 

3. Approval of Minutes:  
Motion to approve by T. MacQuire the January 19, 2023 minutes with the following change in the MDARD Report: 
Under B. the third bullet point should read “Food Law/Food Code training is occurring …” instead of “Peer to Peer training” 
Support by L. Smith. 
Motion carried. 
4.	MALPH Report
No report. Norm Hess had a conflict of schedule. 
5.	MEHA Report
T. Rule reminded the group of the upcoming March 15-17 MEHA AEC at the Port Huron Blue Water Convention Center. 
6.	State Department Reports
a. 	MDARD
Becky Vought reminded the group about the Peer Training for April 12th. It is limited to 60 seats maximum. MDARD is requesting LHDs to limit their registration to 1 person at this point until they see how it fills in. The Registration link should be coming out early March. 
Also, the announcement for the Outbreak Ready training scheduled for April 4th and 5th should be coming out any day. It is virtual this year. RN CEUs are either in place or will be. With Nursing CEUs, there should be increased Communicable Disease participation. 
Eric Hearld met with MALEHA representatives about the license applications, any additional questions? 
Q.1. 	K. Schweighoefer asked what the timeline is and what will the licenses look like?
	B. Vought was not at the meeting, but others were. Some have received their licenses already. 
Comments from various members include:
	Licenses are white in color. No place to put late fees on the license. No spot to mark if seasonal. There was a verbal agreement to provide the working group with the final version prior to sending out, but that does not seem to have occurred. Could the State send an editable copy of the license forms so LHDs can make minor changes to help with tracking individual establishments. The licenses all went to one office of a multi county LHD.   
Further License Discussion: 
T. Rule - These forms won’t/can’t be changed until the next fiscal year. The have been sent out. You can copy them if you want to make changes to it, you're allowed to make changes to it. What we have right now is probably what they're going with for this renewal season. Start working with it now. 
B. Vought -  All state issued licenses expire April 30th. Issued out of another department. They have multiple departments/agencies to deal with, as well as a new software system. 
Cookie Crumbles/Insomnia Cookies:
B. Vought has talked to some LHDs concerning Crumble Cookies versus Insomnia Cookies. Moving forward, MDARD feels that the business model for Crumble Cookies should be licensed under MDARD, whereas Insomnia Cookies would all go to local health. 
There have been some changes with our manufacturing and retail sections recently. Trying to set up a meeting. Thinking about creating some sort of form to switch licensing between the two sections when needed. S. Simmonds asked that the form should have a section to identify new businesses that have a business plan to move to manufacturing/processing over time. This will be a request for the Food Committee to take up. 
c.	EGLE Report (moved up on agenda due to room microphone technical difficulties) 
Sara Pearson provided the following updates:
- Public Comment period for the Portland Cement rule changes is closing on March 2nd. 
- Michigan Groundwater Conference had 52 attendees. 14 sanitarians participated in the exercise offered by the Michigan Geological Survey on soil descriptions.  
- Well Construction evaluations this year are going to be the full evaluation. We're moving out of technical assistance and we are now doing full implementation of the program. The staff’s goal is to have all of their evaluations completed by September 30th so that they're done within the fiscal year. The evaluations will be using the current MPRs. 
- The details are being worked out concerning the $5 million of private water sampling/testing. EGLE needs to provide a report by March 10th to get it to the legislature by April 1st.  It will be targeting basic water quality, so only bacteria, metals and partial chemistry will be eligible for the sampling. 
	-  any resident can go online and make a request to have their well tested. This may be from counseling provided by their local health. The program is intended to be for initial sampling only. Not multiple sampling over time. Also, to keep it simple, we are looking at using the Eagle Lab for the Lower Peninsula and two labs in the UP (LMAS and  White Water in Wisconsin) to be able to get samples into the labs within holding time restrictions.
Jeremy Hoehl discussed the $35 million failing septic system loan program. There was a meeting with our Executive office and the staff that are working on the RFP. There's one meeting set up on March 6th to  finalize some of that language. This includes working with the procurement staff  to make sure it all makes sense. Discussions are still ongoing concerning caps on the loans, reviews by LHDs, etc. Then a RFP will go out with EGLE guidance and a requirement for LHD permitting. 
	There is an option to use the new Microsoft Forms software for the Failed System data reporting.  It is optional this year, but Microsoft is ending support for Access, which is the application for the current system. Training webinars have been scheduled. To use the MS Forms, you must have a subscription to Microsoft 365. 
	There is nothing significant circulating around Lansing concerning a Statewide Code at this time. If something shows up, MALEHA will be notified. 
Ian Smith indicated that EGLE is contemplating limited Manganese sampling in the Community Water systems this year. A rough draft will be coming soon. At that point, EGLE will gather comments from MALEHA before making an announcement and going out to sample systems. 
	USEPA has indicated that there is an allotment of dollars to address PFAS concerns at the local level. This is in the bipartisan infrastructure law for addressing PFAS and other emerging contaminants in drinking water. MALEHA will be notified when EGLE receives information. 
Brian Thurston stated there is no update to the ED-9 reports. They are currently in the Executive Office for review. The submitted budgets discuss drinking water quite a bit. Additional dollars to the LHDs, if they are appropriated, will probably be within the MDHHS budgets. EGLE has asked to have the ED-9 reports to be public, but the Governor’s office has not approved that as of yet. EGLE and MDHHS processes are different. 
	Assume the new General Fund dollars are moving forward year to year. 
b. 	MDHHS 
Laura de la Rambeljie stated the portion of the MDHHS ED-9 report that MALEHA was involved in was the Resource Review only. There are other parts of the ED-9 report and the MDHHS report is in Executive Office review as well. MDHHS has also asked the reports to go public. 
In the Governor’s submitted budget, there are items that are recognizable as ED-9 items, but it seems to be mixed up with ELPHS funding. An additional $30 million dollars is proposed for ELPHS on top of the allocated $51 million. This would get very close to the 50/50 cost share point. 
MDHHS is still waiting on appropriation details of the $35 million dollar CDC public health infrastructure grant to local public health over 5 years. The City of Detroit received their own grant under this program. Documents are not out yet, but it appears that staff, physical infrastructure and mobile labs are eligible. 
An Accreditation 101 training is to held on March 6th for local staff in new roles or with a lack of experience in this process. Also looking into the development of an Accreditation Mentoring process that utilizes a Webinar Q&A format, not a one on one mentoring process. 
Jennifer Shutts as the new Acting Division Director for the Environmental Health EH Section. Kory Groetsch is the Acting Bureau Director while Sarah Lynn Callow is our interim Senior Deputy for Public Health Administration.

iii.	T. Drautz met with MALPH Executive Director Norm Hess and Representative Skaggs out of Kent County.  He has assured us that he is going to introduce a statewide sewage code. EGLE has not heard anything about it recently. Rep. Skaggs intends to incorporate the 2016 and 2018 Sanitary Code bills into his.

	The Treasurers Report was provided by C. Westover. 4 invoices totaling $1,612.00 were received since the previous report. Annual Dues of $990.00 were received leaving a balance of $19,883.53 as of 2/24/2023.

C. Terrell stated the committee is continuing to meet concerning jurisdiction of the meal prep delivery services. Nothing new to report out.

c.	MDHHS/MALEHA Body Art Workgroup
	The group is still working on rules. We're still just working through our first iteration, going 	through the rules. Once we've gone through it, Catherine will be able to share a cleaned up 	version for our group to review.
d.	MDHHS Body Art Rules Promulgation Workgroup
	The workgroup meets once a month. Still no guidance from MDHHS to LHDs. Legal from the 	State is in each meeting. 
11.	Items from the Board
i. 	T. Drautz discussed the expansion of MDHHS in general with many new Section, new title and new staff. He has not been invited to the new MALPH/State Agency meeting prior to the MALPH meeting. Discussion centered around improving communication with the MDHHS DEH group, including reaching out to Jennifer Shutts as the Interim Director. 
ii.	S. Simmonds provided a heads up about a new group in the DEH concerning PFAS sites. It is an investigation group headed up by Lisa Hainstock and will work with the toxicologists as site project managers. This might be an attempt to have a more organized, single MDHHS contact for the management of major PFAS sites. 
iii.	Discussion concerning the Mi-CHEM project. The State is using a mobile lab and going around the state to statistically selected sites to collect specimens from residents. The residents are volunteers from the specific sites. The urine and blood samples will be tested for 90 +/- chemicals. The data will be used to create average profiles specific to Michigan residents from different living environments, such as urban, agricultural, suburban, industrial, etc. This will provide a better baseline when toxicological studies are conducted. 
iv.	Some discussion about Materials Management plans and Part 115 as a result of the recently passed Recycling legislation. Some EH Divisions have already been tasked with the task of conducting hazardous materials inventories. More information is needed.
