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Medical Marihuana Workshop Breakout Summary
Pregnancy and Breastfeeding
Existing Activities
· Discouraging breastfeeding after birth if mom tests positive for TCH.
· If newborn tests positive for THS, CPS will automatically refer for assessment, with no open case (no other risk factors) case is dismissed.
· As kids develop, refer to Early On or other programs 
· Distribute WIC fact sheets and infographics, breastfeeding and medication information
· Infant feeding classes 
· Breastfeeding classes
· Training staff on answering parent questions regarding usage and ramifications
· Educating on second-hand smoke concerns, especially: SIDS, safe sleep cases, etc.
· Educating on effects of Marihuana
· Marihuana can trigger nausea
· Misconception that is medicine
· Same rules applied as with alcohol education
· Use Harm Reduction/Risk approach- not all or nothing approach
What We Know?
· Increased risk for abnormal brain development and fetal growth
· Increased risk for premature birth
· THC can be found in breast milk
· Breastfeeding infants may have behavioral changes (EG: sleepier)
What Do We Need?
· Standardized messaging
· Direct effect on babies
· NFP or MIHP Resources
· Address reasons why moms are using marihuana
· Do benefits of breastfeeding outweigh risk of marijuana use
· Current fact sheets are too soft. Need more concrete information on fact sheets
· [bookmark: _GoBack]SCRIPT program- but for marihuana (help moms quit while pregnant) 
· How does second-hand marihuana effect kids?
· Information if dab/vape/edibles (alternative methods) are as bad or risky for kids
· Ability to connect with safe sleep program
· Infuse equity into messaging, including users in planning messages.
· Share resources and coordinate messaging while not reinventing the wheel
