Chair’s Report- 
a. Signed petition supporting the inclusion of home visiting and maternal child health funding in any COVID-19 stimulus package.
b. Finalized all voting and filled executive committee positions except for one vacancy for Member at Large position. Please consider joining and contact Lisa if interested.

c. MALPH Meeting updates- losing Senator McGregor and there’s a need to educate on the role and importance of public health. Grants approved for EH. MDARD- portal is open for COVID complaints, behind in work (~11,622 renewals), Nov 30 last day to submit requests. MDHHS- funds approved by governor, should get them this week. MALPH Taskforce- bringing LPH and state decision makers together to discuss statewide orders and determine prioritization strategies. Matt Buck- The need to modernize IT infrastructure has been identified. Third party assessment conducted of all MI databases (including MDSS). Updates are to be completed by November 2021. Healthy Aging Initiative- higher percentage of aging population; looking at SDoH and imms to start. Also focusing on preventing elder abuse and promoting equity, inclusion, and age-friendly communications. HB6314 Covid Response Threshold- opposed completely; HB6032- may move forward with a few revisions. COVID Alert App [MI COVID Alert] is live, can register through the state. COVID Imms Taskforce- rollout, who will get it, how to prioritize groups, etc. Projected to have FDA approval by end of year for emergency use. Day at the Capitol is cancelled. Proposing that extra funding be used to develop educational packets for the legislature about LPH, public health orders/laws, County Health Rankings, etc. Ongoing and growing concerns are related to schools.

A. COVID- 19 response, efforts and concerns

a. Staffing- not enough staffing all around, and we can’t hire our way out. We’ll continue to try and reach the people who need us. More clear and consistent messaging is an identified need.

A. Dawn Shanafelt 10 am
a. MI Mortality Review Committee meetings are paused, resuming in January 2021 to include a regional approach; striving to elevate parent voice and become more diverse.

b. U of M released Maternal Infant Health Program Survey Results upon recommendation and will be available to MIHP members. 

c. Longitudinal MIHP evaluation is in the works.

d. Early Hearing Detection and Intervention (EHDI) Program update- screening is still occurring but audiology follow-up appointments are missing; clinics have been negatively impacted due to low staffing. EHDI Team is working with U of M and audiology clinics to reach out, through text for example, and problem solving with families.  Vital Records new database system -VERA- has had some challenges and hearing screening information is not consistently getting into MCIR. 
e. Maternal Infant Health Summit is scheduled for June 28-29, 2021 and will be virtual only. CEUs will still be offered.

f. Reproductive Health Services- providers continue to be creative, offering flexible hours and curbside services. The Dept. is understanding of the challenges families and health departments are facing. FY2022 competitive application process- similar to previous years, existing agencies will have preference.
g. MIHEC Meeting this Thursday 11/12 from 1:00-3:00pm.

h. Title V Review occurred on 10/29/20. HRSA was very complimentary of MI practice—impressed by the MCH 5-year needs assessment and the relatively low proportion of funds used for administrative/ overhead costs.

i. MDHHS MCH Division team is assigned to help with case/contact tracing and empathizes with the challenges local jurisdictions are facing.

j. Safe sleep efforts are still occurring- contactless drop offs of baby items and using Amazon- continued need for flexibility and discussing this with CMS to continue the provision of virtual visits.

a. Workplace violence survey for leaders; 28% response rate from nurses through the licensure questions. Many are not aware of what’s available. Nurse mapping data available.
