Administrative Items

IV.         Speakers 
A. Norm Hess- MALPH
Norm was recently in Denver for the NACCHO conference. MALPH is a state affiliate.  There were 33 state affiliates in attendance at a meeting last Monday.  Then the NACCHO {360 conference was afterwards.  There were approximately 2500 people in attendance.  
NACCHO 360 will be held in Detroit, MI on July 22-26, 2023, this is very exciting.

Additional funding of $ 25 million was added to the ELPHS fiscal budget line.  For many years it was $ 39 million. Last year’s increase was upto $ 51 million.  FY 2024 will be $76 million!
Funding formula committee is convening, this is the 1st time since 1993 that state has met the 50/50 match required according to the Public Health Code of 1978.
Expect a robust fall legislative schedule.  Legislation is for 2 years.

Q- How will ELPHS funds affect hearing and vision?

A. Hearing and vision are an ELPHS, and funds come from education fund. Laura de la Rambelje would be the person to speak too. She is currently out of the office this week.

Q. Re: Kindergarten dental program, has it passed? If so, what is the implementation details? 

A. No additional funding now noted other than the $1.5million from the state and $1.5 million donation from Delta Dental.  

       The program can’t expand without funding.  Oral Health Coalition is advocating for additional funds.  * Norm will check in with Chris. The law passed, so the sunset provision will be removed, there is a need to have funding tied to it.  Oral health is NOT an ELPHS, therefore, his understanding is you accept funding in the comprehensive agreement or not.  If you accept the funds, you must fulfil the terms of the contract.  If there is no funding, how would you do it?

Kent, Genessee & both Oakland locations have these services.

There are huge savings available to clients and organizations utilizing this service.  PrEP savings. Approximately $ 590 per organization for proceeds of Descovy/Truvada.  There is no start up fee associated with the program.  They offer a use us when you need us.  There are no minimums on the number of prescriptions. They would be a contract pharmacy for this purpose/program.  They offer free marketing support which is customizable to your LHD’s needs.  They attend/ support Pride events and sponsor various festivals through the year.  They can provide you with SWAG items for pharmacy or pride events.
A pharmacy service agreement is required to start, they are already approved by MDHHS.

2019- Oakland signed up and they have approximately 180-200 patients with PrEP, created a revenue stream that now has 2 full time providers for their program due to the funding.  

In addition to the prep prescriptions, 340B also provides pricing for Hepatitis C patients, if patient has insurance, they revenue from the required prescriptions is approximately $ 17,000 per month and a minimum of 2 months of revenue generated.

Smaller LHD’s can do custom posters/ postcards for clients that can suggest PrEP to prevent H_IV, even 2-3 patients will provide needed revenue.

Q. Can nurses prescribe these medications to clients under standing orders?

A. Yes, also memorandum of understanding with provider.  Most important is testing for H_IV and prevention.  Talk to population when speaking about pregnancy too.

Q. RE: antibiotics from MDHHS?
A. You can check with coordinator- Liz: trepkowskie@oakgov.com for additional guidance for working with the state.  The state takes a portion of revenue, due to the startup and administration.

Tina Nichols from Galian county health department (Ohio) spoke about their personal experience with 340B and the Avita program.

-connected in 2019

-LHD needed NP, STI clinic, equipment etc that their grant would not cover. They use the revenue from the 340B program to cover the expenses. Avita has been a valued partner and sponsored Prode events and college activities to assist in education and awareness of services at LHD.  Now they have PrEp in all 9 counties and have 3 sexual health clinics.  They have approximately 50-60 active clients.  

Q. Can you rollover funds to be used in the next fiscal year?

A. Yes

They also have available the injectable- Apartude.

To get someone in prep for bloodwork then 7-10 days after their first appointment, Avita ships prescription directly to their home.
