B. Katie Macomber-MDHHS
· Trace Force is being decommissioned on December 10. TF is a sales application and the main reason for the transition is related to cost. Also seeing a low return on investment secondary to a low answer rate. 

· MPV- a lot of vaccine is available, it’s not limited. Plenty of TPOX, redistribution to ER, urgent cares. Seeing gaps, more training and education is needed to increase testing in ERs/urgent care settings. New CDC Science Brief has a lot of good information re: MPV. Continuing to work on VNA contract. 1 pager MPV Guidance coming soon.  
· HIV emerging outbreak in SE Michigan among trans women. 

· Staff available for TA on how to re-engage STI Clinics, how to expedite clinic visits based on high/low risk.

· MI DASH (MDHHS prevention and care database)– kick off next spring, user experience is a top priority.

· Syphilis high numbers but primarily in men having sex with men, it’s the law to screen for congenital syphilis
