V.         Old Business  
A. COVID- 19 response, Lessons Learned- How is your staff’s mental health and what are you doing at your agency to combat stress fatigue?
· Trace Force may be retired at the end of the year, you will be able to retrieve data but not input any info. Any in-active accounts will be deleted if not being used over the last 90 days
· The COVID MY Alert App will be retired soon.

· COVID Case and CT Tracing will be flat funded for the next year, should be the same funding you are currently receiving.

B. Concerns about a fall surge in cases and many agencies will be losing their CDC positions. MDHHS is working on rolling these positions into supplemental funding sources. All agencies should check with their finance person and verify if there FEMA grant is concluding September 30, 2022. It was scheduled to be a three-year grant and is ending early.
Also, Genesee County Health Department is partnering with hospitals sending email blasts and asking doctors to assist with catch-up vaccines.
C. Peer to Peer Round Table and support- Ottawa LPH will soon be using “Let’s Get Checked” take home STI test kits. Genesee has also written a proposal for a similar model of STI testing at home called “Check Yourself”
