The Ionia County Sheriff Depart in conjunction with the Ionia County Health Department are continuously working on preparedness and response planning for the Coronavirus (COVID-19).  Communication occurs daily with federal, state, and local officials.  The Health Department is monitoring the situation at a local level.

The following measures will help decrease and slow the spread of infection, and reduce the impact in our community:

Clean your hands often

· Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds especially after you have been in a public place, or after blowing your nose, coughing, or sneezing.

Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth with unwashed hands.
Cover coughs and sneezes

· Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze or use the inside of your elbow.

· Throw used tissues in the trash.

· Immediately wash your hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds.

Clean and disinfect

· Clean AND disinfect frequently touched surfaces daily. This includes tables, doorknobs, light switches, countertops, handles, desks, phones, keyboards, toilets, faucets, and sinks.

· If surfaces are dirty, clean them: Use detergent or soap and water prior to disinfection.

Many of these are steps that should be taken every flu season, and being prepared is wise regardless of the cause.  We too, are taking preventive steps within the facility of extra cleaning and disinfecting.
