The Bureau of EMS, Trauma and Preparedness (BETP) leads the coordination, planning, implementation and recruitment efforts of the Michigan Volunteer Registry (MVR). This internet-based system conforms to the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Preparedness and Response (ASPR), Emergency System for the Advanced Registration of Volunteer Health Professionals (ESAR-VHP) national standards. 
During the current response to COVID-19, it was determined that another registry would be created to support the growing needs of not only the hospitals and healthcare entities but the community as well. Fight COVID-19 was created to allow medical professionals and other citizens to register to volunteer, give blood, donate money or medical supplies, and/or assist public health officials in tracking infections. 
Should facilities require volunteers, each site has a method to request these individuals and process of engagement.
