


PFAS Weekly Update to LHD Advisory Committee November 5, 2021

Site Highlights
1. Arbor Hills Landfill (Washtenaw County)
· The public meeting scheduled for October 28 was canceled and will be rescheduled at a later date.
2. BASF Wyandotte (Wayne County)
· Groundwater from monitoring wells sampled on-site in June 2021 exceeded Part 201 criteria for PFOS.
· The Wyandotte drinking water intake is downriver of the BASF facility- the raw and finished drinking water is being routinely tested and has been non-detect (ND) for PFAS since August 2019.
3. Brooks/Laketon (Muskegon County)
· On October 27, EGLE and MDHHS had a call with the Egelston Township supervisor, John Holter. Mr. Holter had received a phone call from a concerned citizen about the PFAS investigation and he was unaware of the investigation. Although invited, Mr. Holter did not attend the call for local officials several months ago. The call on October 27 was to bring Mr. Holter up to speed on the investigation and answer questions.
4. Belding WWTP (Ionia County)
· Results letters were sent out to the residents on October 27th.
5. Bray Road (Genesee County)
· Recruitment letter approved and sent to data for mailing
6. Buckeye Niles terminal (Berrien County)
· The meeting with the LHD was held on October 27th. 
7. Capital Airport (Ingham County)
· MDHHS is currently working on the letter template and the list of houses that will receive recruitment letters.
· Capital airport Town Hall is currently scheduled for November 11th.  MPART is planning to reschedule it for November 17th.
8. City of Stanton Landfill (Montcalm County)
· The results letters were mailed this week.
9. Clare Water Supply (Isabella County)
· The Public Health Action Plan (PHAP) was completed, and it is known under review by MDHHS. Once the PHAP is reviewed, MDHHS will send it to the LHD.
10. Coldwater Rd. Landfill (Genesee County)
· We recently received results for 3 residences (sample by RACER).
· For 1320 E. Stanley Rd, the PFOS result came out to be 12 ppt, which is higher than our MDHHS CV.
· At this point, MDHHS is going to provide a certified PFAS Point of Use (POU) filter.
11. Collier Rd (Oakland County)
· EGLE provided monitoring well information and the addresses of the 3 houses they plan to sample.
· The recruitment letters MDHHS is planning to send out to these 3 houses are currently under the approval process.
12. Delta County Landfill  (Delta County)
· An initial Public Health Action (PHA) has been drafted. 
· MDHHS has reached out to local health to ask if there are any residential wells near the landfill.


13. Dickson-Iron (Ford) Airport (Iron County)
· Received one more res well sample from EGLE. Everything ND. Toxicologist working with EGLE and LHD on setting up meeting to discuss future steps.
14. Du-Wel Metals (Van Buren County)
· The second round of resampling of Du-Wel has been concluded.
· MDHHS received the results, and has completed the quality control evaluation of data . The MDHHS Data Unit is currently working on the summary table. 
·  Preliminary analysis of the results: 51 homes sampled (43 resample and 8 first time); PFECHS detected in 37 homes (ND to 1,600 ppt); 11 homes had detections for first time and filters will be offered to all 11 homes. 
15. North State Road Area (Formerly Discount Tire Ionia)  (Ionia County)
· Results letters were sent out to the residents on October 28, 2021. 
16. Otsego (Allegan County)
· Allegan County Health Department (ACHD) delivered filters to 2 homes based on MDHHs’ recommendations.
· MDHHS sent ACHD and Kalamazoo County Health and Community Services (KCHCS) the lab reports that contained results for their respective counties.
· The results letters for both counties are approved and are with data management for sending.
17. Pellston (Emmet County)
· There was a project team call on October 27.
· The next batch of results letters have been approved and are with data management for sending.
· The resampling press release is with Marcus for review.
18. Rothbury Forrest St (Oceana County)
· Results letters were mailed this week.
19. Spartan Chemical (Kent County)
· MDHHS let the LHD know about the contamination in Spartan Chemicals. The LHD said that they did a well assessment many years ago when they were concerned about Hex Chrome, and most of this area came online with water service. 
· A MDHHS geologist will be assigned to this site.
20. Sunoco Pipeline (St. Clair County)
· A PHAP has been drafted and sent to EGLE and SCHD for review. 
21. Techni-Comp  (St. Clair County)
· A call for local officials is on November 3.
22. White Pigeon (St. Joseph County)
· EGLE notified MDHHS that there was a lot of uncertainty from community members on how to obtain replacement filters for homes with private wells that had filters installed. MDHHS contacted the LHD to let them know. The LHD will mail another letter with instructions to every resident that hasn’t picked up a filter. 
23. Wurtsmith Air Force Base and Oscoda Township Dump (Iosco County)
· The next townhall is scheduled for November 3.
· The next RAB is scheduled for November 17.
