Toolkit Contents





Each month highlights a different public health theme. A suggested topic has been identified, and you are encouraged to focus your marketing on this topic for the month. However, optional topics have also been identified to allow for more flexibility in your local community. The toolkit contains one press release template for each monthly theme as well as a fact sheet for each topic. Each press release and fact sheet is a Microsoft Word document that can be modified to fit the needs of your health department. Information can be added or deleted as you see fit. You are encouraged to highlight the services your health department offers with relation to the monthly theme and add local data where applicable. 





Press Release Usage





Each template has been written as a general release announcing the monthly theme. 


Press releases should be sent out the first week of each month. A reminder email will be sent to you a week prior to the beginning of the month. 


Space has been provided for you to add your local health department’s logo. The Michigan Public Health System logo has been added for you and should not be removed. 


Each template indicates in red text where your local information should be added. For example, local contact information, name of health department, name of local spokesperson, and health department information, etc.


Quotes have been provided in each template; however, they may be modified as needed.


Please document any media hits you receive as a result of sending these press releases.  A media tracking form is included in the toolkit.  MALPH will request quarterly reports from each health department. This will be used as one measurement of the success of this project.





Fact Sheet Usage





A suggested topic for each monthly theme has been identified. Optional topics have also been included, and can be used by the health department’s discretion. The toolkit contains a fact sheet for each suggested topic and optional topic.


Each fact sheet contains facts on the health topic; local, state, and national resources; a ‘What You Should Know’ section; and a local resources section that can be tailored for each health department. 


These fact sheets have been developed to be used in your health department, at health fairs, at your local health clinics; in media kits; or any other location or situation that you deem appropriate.
